Certified Nurses Aides (CNA): Our nursing aides provide exceptional person-centered care to residents living on the Seabury 

campus. We are seeking applicants who have a strong commitment to providing compassionate and kind care, and who get true 

satisfaction from taking care of others. Requirements include a minimum of 6 months experience, a valid Connecticut CNA 

license, and a strong customer-service focus.

Home Health Aides (must be a licensed CNA): Home Health Aides work in the private homes of our members throughout towns in 

the greater Hartford County. They provide individualized, one-to-one care by assisting with ADL's and accompanying members to 

various appointments. Requirements include a minimum of 1 year experience, a valid Connecticut CNA license, a valid 

Connecticut driver’s license, the ability to travel throughout Hartford County, and a strong customer-service focus.

Housekeeper/Laundry Attendant (Full Time with Benefits): Add To Staff Position!  Key responsibilities include maintenance of 

resident, staff and common areas in a clean, sanitary, safe and attractive manner. Daily tasks include vacuuming carpets, dusting 

surfaces, washing walls and windows, emptying trash bins and general housekeeping duties. Cross training in the Laundry area 

will be required. Full-time (40 hours) positions working 8:00am – 4:30pm, Monday – Friday with rotational weekends required.  

 

Maintenance Manager (Full Time with Benefits): The Maintenance Manager has overall responsibility for the upkeep of the 

Seabury campus. This included managing and directing our facilities team, maintaining all equipment, machinery, buildings and 

grounds. A minimum of two years of leadership experience necessary; a valid Connecticut driver’s license required. Strong 

customer service a must! Monday – Friday, 7:00AM-3:30PM, after-hours telephone on-call responsibility as needed.  

 

Maintenance Technician 1 (Full Time with Benefits): Add To Staff Position! As a part of our facilities team, maintenance 

employees are responsible for the general upkeep of the campus. We are seeking a team player who enjoys working both inside 

and outside in all weather. Inside responsibilities include basic carpentry, plumbing and electrical work, ability to use small hand 

tools and perform general appliance repair. Outside responsibilities include lawn maintenance and snow removal. Painting 

experience necessary.  A valid Connecticut driver’s license is required. This is a full-time position (40 hours) Monday – Friday, 

from 7:00am – 3:30pm. 

 

RESIDENT SERVICES 

 

Driver (CDL required): Our drivers are responsible for the safe transport of residents to various locations throughout Hartford 

County. In addition, drivers assist residents on and off vehicles, and are required to assist with packages and/or luggage as 

needed. Experience with a wheel-chair lift van is highly desired. Requirements include a valid State of Connecticut Commercial 

Driver's License with PPTP/Public Service endorsement. This is a part-time opening with great flexibility – mornings or afternoon 

hours, approximately 25 hours per week.  

 

SECURITY 

 

Security Officers: Our Security Officers are responsible for the safety and security of all people on Seabury property. They are 

the first to respond to a call for assistance and provide calm and supportive help whenever needed. Requirements include an 

outstanding customer service orientation, strong communication skills, sensitivity to the older population, CPR, first aid, a valid 

CT Driver’s license and a current Guard Card. Minimum of 3+ years’ experience in security or public emergency services 

required. Currently recruiting for two Part-time employees, each to work every-other Weekend, Midnight – 8:00 AM.

MSW/Personal Health Coordinator, Home Care: The main responsibility of Seabury’s PHC is to assess and maintain all pertinent 

health information on Seabury at Home members. To do this, the PHC establishes a trusting relationship with all members in 

order to create individualized wellness profiles. In addition, the PHC plans and arranges community resources as necessary to 

support independence and safety in the home, and/or helps plan long term care and rehabilitation services when needed. 

Requirements include a Master’s degree in Social Work and a sincere desire to work with independent seniors in their homes.
